Winemaker’s notes

Our size allows us flexibility to adapt to the vagaries of the weather. These
grapes were picked the day before Thanksgiving letting them ripen more
fully than many other producersin thisvintage. The extra hang time
allowed the complex aroma of this wine to develop and express more fully
the terroir of this mountaintop vineyard. The Cabernet has elegant balance,
Is approachable, and is full and soft in the mouth.
